Memorandum for President of United States, President of Pakistan 

Subject: Urge Pakistan to end the genocide of Baloch people
This memorandum is being presented by the Baloch International League for Peace and Freedom and Baloch Sindhi Front of USA, to the President of USA His Excellency Barack Obama and President of Pakistan Mr. Asif Ali Zardari on May 6, 2009 at the White House and is meant to urge Pakistan to stop the genocide of Baloch people. Baloch and Sindhi communities in the USA are gathered here to request President Obama to raise the issue of the gross human rights violations of Baloch people for the past 60 years and push for a just resolution to the conflict.  
Baloch International League and Baloch Sindhi Front of USA request President Obama to apply sustained diplomatic push to end the genocide of Baloch people. 
The disappearances of Baloch youth, women, intellectuals, political activists; cold blooded killings of Baloch leaders; gross violation of human rights in general is clear violation of international law.

This memorandum demands granting the Baloch people their right to self determination as the key to finding a political solution to the blood-soaked southwestern region of Pakistan and Afghanistan.

We want to make it clear that continued presence of thousands of Pakistani troops in the secular territories of occupied Balochistan against the wishes of the people of Balochistan and their role in killing of the sons of the soil has complicated the status of Balochistan which had been an occupied territory since March 1948 when Balochistan was annexed by Pakistan against the will of the Baloch people.

Almost every household in Balochistan has lost a loved one since then. Just last month, three Baloch patriots Ghulam Mohammed Baloch, Lala Munir Baloch and Sher Mohammed Baloch were abducted by the notorious Inter Services Intelligence (ISI). The three were shot dead and their bodies dropped from helicopters outside the town of Turbat in the Mekran Division of Balochistan. The Nazi-style execution of the three leaders completely bared the rogue nature of the Pakistani state.

The atrocities committed against the Baloch people include burning alive of Baloch patriots even after a civilian government was installed last year.

Unless the machinations of the omnipotent Pakistan army and its secret services, which are today the greatest source of instability in the world, stop there cannot be any solution to the so-called Afghan Pakistan conundrum.

We demand total pullout of Pakistan army, Frontier Corp and state secret services including the ISI and MI from Balochistan and U.N. inquiry into the genocide of the Baloch people.

The Baloch International League for peace and freedom and Baloch Sindhi Front of USA also want to highlight the political rape of Sindh as it makes precious little difference if President Asif Ali Zardari hails from the southeastern province. We condemn and protest loot and the plunder of natural resources of Sindh and human rights violation at large by the Pakistani brutal armed forces and agencies.
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
